Hospital Ministry 
I haven’t talked about the hospital ministry for quite some time now, but it has continued and we 
are encouraged as we’ve seen some fruit recently. Right now we have been going every other Fri-
day evening. Just as a reminder, what we do at the hospital is give away free cups of  Cappuccino 
(which Elsa provides) and free bread. And of  course we hand out tracts to the people there.  

But before we go, we’ve started taking the time to study a book and pray together as a group. 
Right now we’ve been reading The Only Thing You Won't be Able to do in Heaven by Mark Cahill. It 
has really encouraged everyone who goes to the hospital ministry, to not settle with just giving 
someone a tract, but to try and start a conversation!  



A little over a month ago, someone was able to start a conversation with Gabriel, a man who had 
come to Morelia all the way from Apatzingán a city about four hours drive away. His wife was 
sick, and that was the nearest hospital that could attend to her needs!  

He listened respectfully as this person shared the gospel message with him. After praying for 
Gabriel’s wife, he told him that if  he wanted more information or a Bible study we would be glad 
to provide it.  

When we were just finishing up and getting ready to leave, Gabriel came running out and told us 
that he was very interested and wanted to study the Bible! The problem was that he doesn't live 
in Morelia, and we didn’t have the address of  a Bible church in Apatzingán.  

After exchanging phone numbers, we gave him a little book called: Done by Cary Schmidt. It’s a 
wonderful and clear presentation of  the Gospel. After a couple weeks he called us to remind us to 
send him the address of  the Church in Apatzingán! He also told us that he had read the little 
book we had given him! Praise the Lord, we were able to get Gabriel in contact with the Bible 
Church in Apatzingán where he has been attending.  



Every time we go, there are people who are open and interested! They come from all over the 
state of  Michoacán to this hospital to receive medical care. Only the Lord knows how many peo-
ple are being reached by this ministry.
