This was very
disappointing, but though he’s stopped coming, he has remained open and friendly.

On the other hand, we have a group of about 7 to 10 adults who are coming regularly, plus lots
of kids!

She has now been in the hospital for almost
four weeks! The doctors know she has some kind of infection in her lungs but they are uncertain
about the cause. Also, due to all the medication she has been having to take, she is now struggling
